Welcome to the VERSA5 Dance Recital 2025!
This year, we are so excited to showcase the hard work and dedication of our dancers.

Please take time to carefully read through this packet to ensure you’re well-prepared

for the event. In this packet, you will find all information regarding our Annual Recital

including information about Photography, Videography, Dress Rehearsal, Ticket Sales,

and more. We hope this packet answers all of your questions! 

We are very excited about this year’s show and we are extremely proud of all of our dancers!

IMPORTANT INFORMATION
Accounts MUST be up-to-date and in good standing to participate in Recital.
There are NO regular youth dance classes the week of Recital!
Each Recital is expected to run approximately one (1) hour.
Dancers should ARRIVE COMPLETELY dressed in their first costume with hair & makeup DONE to Dress Rehearsal and
Recital!
No food, drinks or GLITTER are allowed backstage in the dressing rooms at dress rehearsal or recital.
No video cameras or flash photography allowed at Recital. There will be a videographer and photographer there to
capture the moments for you. Cameras are allowed ONLY at Dress Rehearsal.
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Please note some procedures change from year to year, so be sure to read the packet.

Call Time (Arrival Time):
All dancers must arrive at least 30 minutes before the start of recital. Please arrive on time
to ensure we stay on schedule.

Check-In Location:
Dancers should check in at the lobby table upon arrival. Our staff will guide them to their
seating section or dressing rooms and provide any final instructions.

Call Time and Check-In
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Once the show begins, our backstage runners will line-up the dancers
and each class will enter the stage one routine before they perform.

SHOW 01: Saturday June 7, 2025
All DiscoverDance, DiscoverHipHop, KinderCombo and Monday BEG Combo

families will need to sign-in. Choose one guardian per family and have the same
ONE (1) guardian sign the dancer(s) in and out. The guardian will receive a

colored wristband with their dancer(s) name. 

Make sure to take them to the restroom before entering the theater. Your dancer
should be ready to dance while they are sitting in the audience! 

SHOW 02 & Show 03: Tuesday June 10 and Wednesday June 11, 2025
All dancers will stay with their class, before and after they perform. Your dancer

must be ready to dance while they are sitting in the audience!
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Where will each performer be during the show?
Dancers performing only once during the show will sit in the audience with their class. The
dancers will not need a ticket. One section of the theater is reserved for performers.
Dancers performing more than once may be backstage.

What should each performer bring to recital?
Dancers should only bring a small bag with them to the venue. The bag must fit under the
theater seats or small stairwells.
NO food, drinks, or GLITTER are allowed backstage in the dressing rooms. Only water is allowed
backstage and must be packed in a bag for your dancer. 
It is highly recommended that electronics or any other expensive items be left with an adult so
they are not lost or damaged. VERSA5 is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged items. We
will have a lost and found box for any items left behind and they will be brought back to the
studio. They may be picked up during our JUNE SUMMER SESSION.
NO dance shoes are to be worn anywhere except inside the theater. DO NOT wear your dance
shoes outside!
Performers are NOT allowed to hold flowers or recital bears during the show! You may show
your love and support after the show.

After the Performance
Curtain Call:

This year, we will have each class complete Curtain Call. We will rehearse Curtain Call at Dress
Rehearsal. The dancers will have the opportunity to bow and wave before the curtains closes.

Sign-Out:
Any DiscoverDance, KinderCombo or BEG Combo families will need the “check-in guardian” to
come to the stage to pick up their dancer. VERSA5 Staff and Volunteers will be there to assist.

Meet & Greet:
After the performance, there will be a brief meet-and-greet time with dancers in the lobby. This
is a great opportunity for you to congratulate your dancer and take photos.

Every weekly youth dance class will perform once.
Each show is approximately one (1) hour long.
There are no intermissions during any show this year. If you
need to leave during any performance, please do so in between
routines.

We will rehearse each class routine in the Harper Studio of VERSA5 on
Tuesday June 3, Wednesday June 4, and Thursday June 5, 2025

Each Dress Rehearsal starts at 6:30pm (Call Time is 6:00pm)

We conduct dress rehearsals in the order of each show. This way students feel
adequately prepared with costume changes and transitions. 

Show Orders TBD!

Students will rehearse in costume, including proper shoes and accessories. 

Hair and make must be stage ready. 

Each class will be taking a group photo.

We may run class routines more than once to ensure the dancers are ready.

One (1) parent or guardian must stay with any dancer 7 years old or younger. The
parent or guardian is welcome to sit in the Harper Studio to watch dress rehearsal. Due

to capacity, we may ask anyone to leave if your dancer is not rehearsing.

Dressing rooms will be available for dancers in more than one routine.

We will rehearse Curtain Call twice, first and last, during every dress rehearsal.

Be sure to arrive to dress rehearsal performance ready!

Costumes
 LookBook

Costume Requirements
All dancers will be provided with costumes. Tights and shoes are not included in
costume fees. You are responsible for obtaining the appropriate shoes and tights
required for each class. See the lookbook for requirements!

Be sure to pack any necessary accessories, such as headpieces, gloves, or jewelry with
each costume.

Please be sure to keep your costume in a safe place away from pets and young
children. We cannot replace damaged costumes! Please do not wear your costume unless
its for a photoshoot, dress rehearsal, or recital.

Recital costume distribution will begin in Mid-April. All costumes must be tried on
before taking them home to identify any size or fit concerns.

In addition, you are responsible for any and all alterations. Alterations to the costumes,
if needed, should be sewn. (Do not use safety pins; they can come open while your
dancer is onstage).
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Below are the recommended hair items:
Pin Tail Comb for parting hair
Boar hair bristle brush for slick pony
Hair ties that match hair color
Hairnets
Bobby pins
Bun hair pins
Strong Hold Gel
Strong Hold Hairspray

Below are the required make-up items:
Eyeshadow: Ulta Beauty’s Color Clique in “Summer in Provence” or Ulta Beauty’s Eyeshadow
Singles in “Pin-Up Girl”, “Desire”, and “Plum Pop”
Lipstick: Maybelline Matte Ink in “Founder” or Maybelline Ink Crayon in “120-Be Bold, Be You”
Blush: Revlon Powder Blush in “Mauvelous” or Essence Baked Blush in “04 - Rosy Rosewood”
Foundation of your choice
Concealer of your choice
Eyebrow product of your choice
Black Eyeliner of your choice
Black Waterproof Mascara of your choice
False Eyelashes (recommended for any Level IV): Ardell “Demi Wispies” 
Eyelash glue (Recommendation: Duo Brush-On Adhesive)

Quick Note: Recital makeup is necessary for your dancer’s face to be seen on stage and in pictures!

For recital, any student with hair longer than the chin must have it completely secured.
The students will be wearing middle part, low bun. No beauty shop appointments
necessary. Be sure to review the hair tutorial. Any hair items, other than costume

headpieces, should blend into the hair. Tortoise shell barrettes and color-matching hair
ties are the best. Bangs above the eyebrows are acceptable.

MAKE-UP
All classes Grades 1+ are required to wear makeup. For DiscoverDance and

KinderCombo classes, makeup is highly recommended but not required. For these little
ones, we recommend a lighter version of the makeup tutorial including blush, eyebrow
product, and light lipstick. Overall, please remember the students will be under stage

lights, and may be washed out during photos and video.

Performance Etiquette:
Backstage Etiquette: All dancers should remain in the dressing rooms or in the
designated theater seating until it is their turn to perform. Parents and family
members are not allowed backstage during the recital.

Loud & Proud: We encourage audiences to cheer and congratulate our dancers on
stage. This is a special event and we want all performers to feel the love and
support from the audience. 

Waiting Between Performances: Dancers should remain in the designated theater
seating or dressing room until it’s time for them to perform. They may not wander
the theater.

Recital Video & Photography:
A professional videographer will be on-site to capture each recital. Families may
purchase Blu-rays or DVDs of the performances using the QR below.

We ask that all audience members refrain from taking pictures, most importantly
no flash photography, during the performance to ensure the best quality of photos
and videos for everyone.
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Theater Guidelines:
Theater doors will open 30 minutes prior to show time.
If you must leave the theater prior to the end of the performance, please do so in
between routines. The flood of lights from the lobby ruins the lighting and
videotaping if doors are opened during a performance.
Please be respectful of those around you.
